The rest of our week will look something like this:

BIBLE: We have finished the story of God’s creation. This week we will talk about the fall of man, Cain and Abel, and the tower of Babel. If time permits, we may even begin the story of God’s cleansing of the world through the story of Noah.

READING: We have been working through the alphabet a letter a day and this week is Ii –Mm. We continue reviewing the letters with our names. We have done our first RTI assessment with simple letter recognition. Watch for your child’s results to come home in their homework folder. If they passed the assessment, it means that they could identify enough letters to pass the benchmark. If they did not pass, it simply means that they are not fluent in their letter identification. They simply need more practice identifying their letters.

MATH: This week we will be writing sentences with our position words. Watch for a book that the kids write to come home for each of you to read. (It takes a while for it to go through the whole class.) We will also be doing a lot of sorting activities this week.

SCIENCE: We continue with our unit on plants. We will finish up talking about the lifecycle of our monarch butterflies. God’s nature is amazing!
